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Twin Harbor welcomes you to the campground. In order to make everyone’s time in the park enjoyable, listed below are some 
basic park rules and regulations. A complete list of rules and regulations are available in the office.  

 
1. CHECK-IN TIME is after 3:00PM seven days a week unless prior arrangements is made.  In 

respect for the campground quiet hours there will be NO check-ins after 11:00PM. CHECK-OUT 
TIME is 1:00PM seven days a week. Campers and their guests are required to leave the 
campground at check-out time. An additional night’s camping fee may be charged for late 
departures. 

2. ADMITTANCE. Guest must be signed in by a property owner. Anyone over 16 years of age, must 
present a photo id for admittance to park. Only owners and permanent guests are allowed to 
use a gate card. Illegal use of a gate card will result in fine and loss of privileges. 

3. QUIET HOURS are in effect from 11:00PM TO 6:00AM daily. This is a county wide ordinance.  
4. CAMPFIRES must be confined to firepits or grills. DO NOT leave fires unattended. Extinguish all 

fires upon departure from campsite. 
5. GOLF CARTS. You must be at least 16 years old to operate a golf cart alone in NC. The total 

number of people on a golf cart must not exceed the number of seats.  
6. SWIMMING AREAS are not supervised. Swim at your own risk. Swimming at launching ramps 

and courtesy docks is prohibited. 
7. POOL. All guests must shower before entering. No alcoholic beverages are allowed at pool. Pets 

are not allowed. An adult must accompany children under the age of 14 at ALL times. NO 
running and NO diving! 

8. GLASS. No glass containers are allowed on common property (pool, beach, pool parking lot, 
game room, community building, playgrounds, etc.)  

9. ALCOHOL. No public display of alcoholic beverages. All alcoholic beverages MUST be placed in a 
proper cup or koozie.  

10. PETS. Wild, exotic, vicious and/or aggressive pets and livestock are not permitted in the 
campground. Pets are not allowed in restrooms, on playgrounds, or on beach. Dogs must be on 
a leash. DO NOT LEAVE PETS UNATTENDED. 

11. SPEED LIMIT is 15 MPH or less.  
12. PARKING. Vehicles are not allowed to park in roads or block the flow of traffic. No overnight 

parking on common property. 
13. GARBAGE MUST BE PLACED IN THE DUMPSTERS which are located at the front gate. Campsite 

must be kept clean during occupancy and cleaned upon departure.  
14. HELMETS. Helmets are required to operate a motorcycle on Twin Harbor property. BICYCLE 

Helmets are required for riders under the age of 16. Bicycles must have a headlight and rear 
reflector to operate from dusk to dawn. 

15. FISHING. Fishing is permitted on the fishing pier and along the shoreline. Check with NC Wildlife 
for all rules and regulations. Fish cleaning on the pier or along shoreline is prohibited.
